10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

The Town of North Beach is a small municipal government located on the Chesapeake Bay. Our
main industry is tourism and we have over 31,000 visitors each year to our beach and boardwalk
area. Our goal is to provide the public with a safe and accessible boardwalk that will allow them
greater public access to our most precious resource, the Chesapeake Bay. We also desire to have a
boardwalk and railing system that is relatively maintenance free through the use of composite
materials.

As a small waterfront community we are limited in our resources. This combined with the current
economic situation of the nation has impacted our area greatly. Our main industry is tourism and
the small shops and restaurants in our town and adjoining areas depend on it. Many of our visitors
are small families out on a day trip instead of a family vacation. They will spend the day on the
beach and strolling the boardwalk. Some will venture out and peek into the small shops or get a
bite to eat at one of the area restaurants that helps keep our area business thriving.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

The purpose of the project is to replace 43,000 square feet of the wooden boardwalk and 2,700
linear feet of hand railing that is unsafe and in deteriorated condition with a composite material that
has a 25-year warranty. The pressure treated wood currently on the boardwalk is a CCA treated
material. This product contains arsenic that is toxic to the environment and humans. The extensive
splintering and deterioration are also hazards and one of the key factors in its replacement. We
chose composite over wood because of its warranty, it does not splinter, and it has a long life span.

The boardwalk is key to this area's attraction and provides the visitors with unobstructed views of
the Chesapeake Bay. However, the boardwalk has suffered from storms, weather, age, and visitor
traffic. The current condition of the boardwalk is unsafe for all residents and visitors whether
walking, running, or strolling with a baby carriage. The proposed project is for the replacement of
the decking and railing along Bay Avenue between 1st and 7th Streets. This project can be
completed prior to our high tourist season and will last for many years to come.
