10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

The sole purpose of RCI (Residential Continuum inc.) is to provide homes to all clients of
CSAAC (Community services for Autistic Adults and Children). CSAAC is the largest
community based provider of services to individuals disabled by autism in Maryland, the U.S. and
the world. CSAAC provides the staff and services in all RCI homes to enable 134 severely
disabled individuals from throughout the state of Maryland to live in 51 homes in the community.
RClI's only income is CSAAC rents which include the cost of mortgages, home owner association
fees plus an additional $100. per month for each home. CSAAC is funded almost entirely by DDA
cannot afford to pay higher rents. RCI employs only a part time consultant who contracts with
local vendors for repairs.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

All RCI homes are typical condos, townhouses and single family houses scatter sited in the
community, each serving two to four disabled individuals. The majority of homes are thirty to
fortyfive years old. They need roofs, heating and air conditioning systems, water heaters,
remodeling/repair of kitchens and bathrooms, replacement windows, doors, floors, ceilings, walls
and capital purchases.

The most recent DDA licensing inspectors and DHR reviewers commented on the poor conditions
of the homes. These homes must be renovated to continue to be licensed as group homes and
alternative living units in the state of Maryland

RCI and CSAAC are sister 501,¢,3 organizations which work together to enable individuals
disabled by autism to live in the community. Both have volunteer boards which perform many
necessary services. In addition to residential services CSAAC provides a Supported Employment
Program, a statewide residential school, a preschool, an Intensive Early Intervention Program and
Individual and Family Support Services to enable individuals to remain in their homes. In all
CSAAC serves over 400 people with over 600 on staff.

Today, CSAAC is in a precarious financial position. RCI has no other source of income except
CSAAC rents. It is imperative that these homes be renovated for the safety and welfare of our
clients and to continue to meet the licensing requirements of the state of Maryland.
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
