10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

The City of Laurel through tax dollars provides a variety of services that are customary of small
municipalities. The number of services provided make the City a full service municipality. The
Mayor and City Council administer and prioritize the funds to insure that Laurel is a safe and
pleasant place to reside. This includes a requirement to provide and maintain a Community Space
that is available for City sponsored activities such as public hearings and Town Hall meetings.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

This open space (approximately 4,500 square feet) is part of a 35,500 square foot building
purchased by the City in 2007. Most of the space, 31,000 square feet, has been designed and put
out to bid for renovation for a new Laurel Police Department (LPD) facility. Due to funds
limitation, the open space was not included in the design and renovation of the space designated for
the new LPD facility. However, due to the size of the open space, existing front entrance from the
street side, and the adjacency to the LPD, this space would make an ideal Community Space.

The Project would include, removal of single pane windows and replacement with high energy
efficient windows. It would also include installation of bathroom facilities (existing bathrooms are
all located within the secure new police portion of the building and thus not accessible for this
public meeting area), a mini kitchen area, ADA accessible entry (space is located on the 2nd floor
and not currently ADA accessible), upgrades to the HVAC system to make it energy efficient and
procurement with capital equipment consistent with a Community Space of this size. There would
also be some wall modifications that would need to be made to accommodate an efficient layout for
this proposed Community Space. This project would serve all the 25,000 residents of the City of
Laurel by providing them with a public meeting space that is centrally located.

This proposed facility for a LPD Community Space is part of a 35,500 square foot building that is
being renovated to replace an old out-dated over-crowded inadequate police department building.
31,000 square feet of this renovated building when complete will provide a new state of the art
facility with energy efficient systems with sufficient space to accommodate police requirements for
the next twenty years. The building renovation design has incorporated green technology
throughout while meeting all the new space requirements necessary for all special needs of the
police department including booking, interview rooms, detention cells secure areas for evidence
storing and all other functional areas required for certification. The remaining space in this building
(approximately 4,500 square feet) is currently vacant with design and renovation unfunded. This
grant request if approved would provide the additional funds necessary to complete the renovation
of this building for a LPD Community Space. This money would be used to renovate the remaining
portion of this existing City owned brick, concrete and steel building that is presently being
modified to provide a new state of the art energy efficient police facility for the Laurel Police
Department. Approval of this Grant request would be a good use of taxpayer monies in that it
would expedite the providing of a centrally located City of Laurel LPD Community Space facility
that will contribute to the overall benefit of all taxpayers residing in the greater Laurel, Maryland
area. It will also provide some new jobs in this area during the period of design and construction
and thus help stimulate the economy in this area. The $300,000 acquisition cost shown for this
Community Space has already been paid by the City as part of the total cost of $2.5 million for the
property in 2007. However, the space designated for Community Space is vacant pending funds for
design and renovation.
