10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

The City of Gaithersburg was incorporated under a charter of the Maryland General Assembly on
April 5, 1878 as a body politic endowed with legislative powers to administer local and internal
government affairs within the corporate limits. Pursuant to Article 11E of the Constitution of
Maryland, the City of Gaithersburg is empowered as a branch of the State Government to carry
out municipal functions through a Council Manager form of government. Accordingly, the Mayor
and City Council have adopted the City Code which is comprised of laws to ensure the health,
safety, and welfare of the more than 60,000 residents of Gaithersburg.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

The City of Gaithersburg's Community Museum is located in the restored 1884 B&O Railroad
Station complex. The Museum features educational exhibits and programs designed to spark
visitors' interest and imagination in our City's history. The Community Museum comprises the
historic Freight House, the History Park and the rolling stock of the Gaithersburg Railway
Museum. The rolling stock is currently a static display of a locomotive and railroad cars.

As part of the City's ongoing revitalization of Olde Towne, the City intends to install an HV/AC
system and create museum space in several of the railroad cars. To access the railroad cars, new
decking will be installed. Additionally, features such as new shrubbery, period lighting, and
benches will be added to the deck and surrounding areas.
