10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

The Olde Mill Foundation (OMF), a 501¢(3) tax-exempt organization was established in 2004.
The OMF was created for the sole purpose of revitalizing the "Old Kettering Pool" area which is
located within the boundaries of the Kettering Community. The Foundation goals are: (1) the
development of learning and teaching center, (2) establish outreach programs to support Prince
George's County communities, (3) create work-study/jobs/internships by establishing relationships
with corporate America. The reason the Foundation can immediately impact the County is due to
the strength and partnerships with the Dept. of Juvenile Services, Prince George's Cty. Dept. of
Youth and Family Services, Baltimore Community Conferencing, and Prince George's Cty School
System. The renovation of the "Old Kettering Pool" will allow the Foundation to expand its
current programs, i.e. anti-truancy program, the Neighborhood Youth Panel (currently in 2 of the 6
police districts), mentoring group (needs to add another session), and community conferencing.
The need for meeting rooms to conduct tutoring, counseling, mentoring and conferences is
impeding the Foundation ability to expand these programs.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

The Olde Mill Foundation (OMF), purchased 3.5 acres of property known as the "Old Kettering
Pool", located at 11603 West Branch Drive, Kettering, MD 20774. This swimming complex consist
of an olympic-size pool, a brick structure that contains a bath area, meeting rooms, and storage
space. The property has its own parking lot and is surrounded by undisturbed wood line. The
complex was built in 1968. Currently, lack of funding and neglect over the years has created
various safety violations and nuisance. The brick structure has a sound foundation. The pool will be
backfilled. The purpose of renovation and the development of this building is to establish a
community learning and teaching center. The center will address the problems of the OMF inability
to expand its programs due to lack of meeting space and resources. The expansion of the programs
would meet the objectives of the OMF which are: 1) Stimulate and enhance education interests and
job opportunities of Prince George's County residents, 2) Provide instructions and programs to
assist Prince George's County's efforts to lower juvenile crime rates, 3) Gain the ability to host
meetings across Prince George's County with its County and State partners.
