10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

Choptank Athletic Association (CAA), a Maryland non-profit corporation, was formed for the sole
purpose of developing and constructing a youth sports complex within the town of Denton, MD.
Increased population of the town and surrounding area has put a strain on existing field locations
for outdoor recreation sports. This need for more fields is imminent as some children are being
turned away each year due to the availability of fields to play on. Local recreational sport leagues
have shown increased need for more facilities in order to provide the youth of the community the
benefits of outdoor activities. The Board of Directors of CAA represents a diverse group of
volunteers representing all of the local leagues of the area that would benefit from the
development of this sports park. With the support of the town council and citizens of the Town of
Denton, the Board is committed to seeing this project come to life to provide the numerous
benefits to the youth of our community.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

CAA plans to construct a multi-use youth sports park to be used by local athletic recreational
leagues including soccer, softball, football, and basketball. Plans also include the construction of a
skate park and walking paths within the facility. The Town of Denton was able to secure a 24 acre
parcel of land within the town limits and has executed a long-term lease with CAA in agreement
that the property be developed as the youth sports park. Detailed plans have been drawn up that
allow for 3 softball/baseball fields, 3 soccer fields, 1 football field, a skate park, a basketball court,
as well as the necessary storage and concession buildings and adequate parking. The purpose of this
project is to provide the facilities necessary for the expansion of the recreational youth sport
leagues within the community. This sports park would provide a safe centralized recreational area
that would host activities that provide not only the obvious physical benefits, but also help instill
positive character aspects in our youth such as self-esteem, leadership, teamwork, and discipline.

This proposed project is needed in order to provide the youth and other citizens of the community
adequate outdoor athletic fields and park area to continue existing recreational activities and
organized sports. The local population has increased significantly to the point that our current
athletic fields are stretched beyond capacity. Every year many children have to be turned away from
organized sports and other outdoor recreational activities because we do not have the space and
fields available to accommodate every willing participant. The youth of the community will
continue to suffer the consequences of decreased physical activity due to the lack of facilities within
the local area. This sports park would provide a safe centralized recreational area that would be the
cornerstone of providing the youth the athletic facilities they deserve. Many individuals and
organizations would utilize this sports park including Little League baseball and softball,
recreational soccer leagues, Pop Warner football, local skateboarding clubs, and others.

Long term plans by the local county board of education show future school expansion necessary to
accommodate the increased population will further reduce the currently available field space even
more. Construction is proposed to replace some of the existing fields currently being used with
school building expansion. There are no other planned sports facilities in the local and surrounding
areas that would be able to provide the space and resources needed by our youth population. The
need for new athletic fields and park space in our community has been great for many years. This
project has been developed to help meet that need now more than ever. Construction of this sports
park is ready to begin provided that adequate funding can be obtained so that we can service the
youth of our community as quickly as possible.
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
