10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

The Anne Arundel County Department of Recreation and Parks is a public agency within Anne
Arundel County Government, providing parks and recreational opportunities to Anne Arundel
County residents and its visitors. The Department manages over 9,500 acres of land for recreation
and natural resource protection and conducts hundreds of recreation programs for citizens of all
ages. The Department's experience in managing quality recreation facilities such as Quiet Waters
Park and Downs Memorial Park demonstrates that is is fully capable of managing the 25 acre
Homeport Farm Park, which is the subject of this Bond Bill. The Department of Recreation and
parks will utilize the services of the Department of Public Works to manage contracts for park
design and construction to include the building renovation within this Bond Bill. This project will
provide a launch area for car top boaters to access Church Creek and the South River. The park
will also include community gardens, walking paths and indoor space for recreation programs.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

Homeport Farm is a 25 -acre waterfront park located on Church Creek just south west of
Annapolis. This Department has assembled a citizens advisory committee to develop a master plan
for the park. The draft plan includes a launch area for cartop boats, ecological restoration areas,
community gardens, and walking paths.

This site includes two barns and two houses that are an integral part of the park master plan. The
houses will be used for recreation programs, community meeting rooms, office space and restroom
facilities. The two barns will provide storage for tools, maintenance equipment, and supplies. The
barns will also provide large meeting areas for environmental education workshops, gardening
workshops, boating safety courses and cartop boat repairs. The four buildings are in need of
interior and exterior repairs to include; doors, windows, roofing, heating and ventilation, plumbing,
electrical, exterior trim and interior finishes.
