10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

The City of Bowie is a municipal corporation providing services to the residents of Bowie in the
areas of housing and property inspections, refuse and recycling collection, storm drainage control,
street and bike maintenance, snow removal, street lighting, parks and recreation, planning, youth
counseling, senior services, animal and disease control, water and sewer services and police.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

The purpose of this project is to fund a portion of the construction costs to construct a Bowie Police
Dispatch Center. The Police Dispatch Center is part of the larger Bowie City Hall Construction.
The Police Dispatch Center is designated as a 376 square foot portion of this building. This room
has a distinct public safety focus. The approximate cost per square foot of building construction is
$312 per square foot. The total cost to construct the Police Dispatch Center is approximately
$117,000. The reason for the construction of the new City Hall is that since 1978, the Bowie City
Hall has been located in a 39,500 square foot converted elementary school constructed in the early
1960s. Because of the growth in the City and in City services since 1978 there are currently space
shortages and building deficiencies in the current City Hall. The City Council has authorized the
creation of a 65 person police department. A space study of the current City Hall, including the
space needs of the new police department, was completed in November 2006. This analysis,
prepared by an architectural firm, indicated that a City Hall/Police Station should be approximately
80,000 square feet to accommodate current and future space needs.

The building is being designed to LEED Certification, with the hope that we can achieve a LEED
Silver rating. A major element of the building will be to house the new City Police Department.
The majority of the lower level of this three story building will be devoted to police. The Police
Dispatch Center will be located in this lower section of the building. The facility will serve as the
City's Emergency Operations Center to address situations requiring its activation. Significant
enhancements in public safety in the Bowie community are an anticipated outcome of this project.
