SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF
MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Article - Education

15-101.1.

IF A PUBLIC INSTITUTION OF HIGHER EDUCATION IN THE STATE GRANTS
COURSE CREDIT FOR ADVANCED PLACEMENT EXAMINATIONS, IT SHALL GRANT
COURSE CREDIT FOR STANDARD AND HIGHER LEVEL INTERNATIONAL
BACCALAUREATE EXAMINATIONS COMPARABLE TO THE COURSE CREDIT
GRANTED FOR ADVANCED PLACEMENT EXAMINATIONS.

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect
October 1, 2011.
