OFF–SALE PRIVILEGE SHALL MEET THE SAME ADVERTISING, POSTING OF 17 

NOTICE, AND PUBLIC HEARING REQUIREMENTS AS THOSE FOR THE LICENSE 18 

THAT THE APPLICANT HOLDS. 19 

 

 (F) THE TERM OF A REFILLABLE CONTAINER LICENSE ISSUED TO A 20 

SUCCESSFUL APPLICANT IS THE SAME AS THAT OF THE LICENSE THAT THE 21 

APPLICANT HOLDS. 22 

 

 (G) THE HOURS OF SALE FOR A REFILLABLE CONTAINER LICENSE: 23 

 

  (1) BEGIN AT THE SAME TIME AS THOSE FOR THE LICENSE 24 

ALREADY HELD BY THE PERSON TO WHOM THE REFILLABLE CONTAINER 25 

LICENSE IS ISSUED; AND 26 

 

  (2) END AT MIDNIGHT. 27 

 

 (H) A LICENSE HOLDER MAY REFILL ONLY A REFILLABLE CONTAINER 28 

THAT WAS BRANDED BY THE A LICENSE HOLDER. 29 
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 (I) THE ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGE CONTROL BOARD SHALL ADOPT 1 

REGULATIONS TO CARRY OUT THIS SECTION. 2 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 3
