FOR the purpose of designating certain firearms as assault weapons; prohibiting with 3 

certain exceptions a person from transporting an assault weapon into the State 4 

or possessing, selling, offering to sell, transferring, purchasing, or receiving an 5 

assault weapon; requiring the Handgun Roster Board to compile and maintain a 6 

roster of prohibited assault weapons; requiring the Board to have the roster of 7 

prohibited assault weapons published in the Maryland Register at certain times 8 

and to send copies of the roster to certain persons; designating assault long guns 9 

and copycat weapons as types of assault weapons; authorizing certain licensed 10 

firearms dealers to continue to possess, sell, offer for sale, or transfer assault 11 

long guns or copycat weapons under certain circumstances; authorizing certain 12 

persons to continue to possess assault long guns or copycat weapons under 13 

certain circumstances; authorizing a procedure by which a person may petition 14 

the Board to remove a copycat weapon from the roster of prohibited assault 15 

weapons; requiring the Board to hold a hearing under certain circumstances; 16 

making it a misdemeanor to use an assault long gun or a copycat weapon in the 17 

commission of a felony or a crime of violence; establishing certain penalties; 18 

requiring that certain firearms be lawfully possessed on or before a certain date 19 

in order for them to qualify as regulated firearms for certain purposes; defining 20 

certain terms; making conforming changes; and generally relating to assault 21 

weapons.

 (F) (1) “COPYCAT WEAPON” MEANS: 24 
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   (I) A SEMIAUTOMATIC, CENTERFIRE RIFLE THAT CAN 1 

ACCEPT A DETACHABLE MAGAZINE AND ANY OF THE FOLLOWING: 2 

 

    1. A PISTOL GRIP THAT PROTRUDES 3 

CONSPICUOUSLY BENEATH THE ACTION OF THE WEAPON; 4 

 

    2. A THUMBHOLE STOCK; 5 

 

    3. A FOLDING OR TELESCOPING STOCK; 6 

 

    4. A GRENADE LAUNCHER OR FLARE LAUNCHER; 7 

 

    5. A FLASH SUPPRESSOR; OR 8 

 

    6. A FORWARD PISTOL GRIP; 9 

 

   (II) A SEMIAUTOMATIC, CENTERFIRE RIFLE THAT HAS A 10 

FIXED MAGAZINE WITH THE CAPACITY TO ACCEPT MORE THAN 10 ROUNDS; 11 

 

   (III) A SEMIAUTOMATIC, CENTERFIRE RIFLE THAT HAS AN 12 

OVERALL LENGTH OF LESS THAN 30 INCHES; 13 

 

   (IV) A SEMIAUTOMATIC PISTOL THAT CAN ACCEPT A 14 

DETACHABLE MAGAZINE AND ANY OF THE FOLLOWING: 15 

 

    1. A THREADED BARREL, CAPABLE OF ACCEPTING A 16 

FLASH SUPPRESSOR, FORWARD HANDGRIP, OR SILENCER; 17 

 

    2. A SECOND HANDGRIP; 18 

 

    3. A SHROUD THAT IS ATTACHED TO OR THAT 19 

PARTIALLY OR COMPLETELY ENCIRCLES THE BARREL, EXCEPT FOR A SLIDE 20 

THAT ENCLOSES THE BARREL, AND THAT ALLOWS THE BEARER TO FIRE THE 21 

WEAPON WITHOUT BURNING THE BEARER’S HAND; OR 22 

 

    4. THE CAPACITY TO ACCEPT A DETACHABLE 23 

MAGAZINE OUTSIDE OF THE PISTOL GRIP; 24 

 

   (V) A SEMIAUTOMATIC PISTOL WITH A FIXED MAGAZINE 25 

THAT CAN ACCEPT MORE THAN 10 ROUNDS; 26 

 

   (VI) A SEMIAUTOMATIC SHOTGUN THAT HAS BOTH OF THE 27 

FOLLOWING: 28

PISTOL–STYLE GRASP FORWARD OF THE TRIGGER. 16 

 

 (J) “LICENSED FIREARMS DEALER” MEANS A PERSON WHO HOLDS A 17 

DEALER’S LICENSE UNDER TITLE 5, SUBTITLE 1 OF THE PUBLIC SAFETY 18 

ARTICLE. 19 

 

 (K) “PISTOL GRIP THAT PROTRUDES CONSPICUOUSLY BENEATH THE 20 

ACTION OF THE WEAPON” MEANS A GRIP THAT ALLOWS FOR A PISTOL–STYLE 21 

GRASP IN WHICH THE WEB OF THE TRIGGER HAND BETWEEN THE THUMB AND 22 

INDEX FINGER CAN BE PLACED BELOW THE TOP OF THE EXPOSED PORTION OF 23 

THE TRIGGER WHILE FIRING. 24 

 

 (L) “THUMBHOLE STOCK” MEANS A STOCK WITH A HOLE THAT ALLOWS 25 

THE THUMB OF THE TRIGGER HAND TO PENETRATE INTO OR THROUGH THE 26 

STOCK WHILE FIRING. 27

  (6) the receipt of an assault [pistol] WEAPON or detachable magazine 16 

by a personal representative of an estate for purposes of exercising the powers and 17 

duties of a personal representative of an estate. 18

WEAPON THAT THE LICENSED FIREARMS DEALER LAWFULLY POSSESSED ON OR 3 

BEFORE OCTOBER 1, 2013. 4 

 

  (3) A PERSON WHO LAWFULLY POSSESSED AN ASSAULT LONG 5 

GUN OR A COPYCAT WEAPON BEFORE OCTOBER 1, 2013, AND WHO REGISTERS 6 

THE ASSAULT LONG GUN OR COPYCAT WEAPON WITH THE SECRETARY OF 7 

STATE POLICE BEFORE DECEMBER 1, 2013, MAY CONTINUE TO POSSESS THE 8 

ASSAULT LONG GUN OR COPYCAT WEAPON. 9
