12th grade by a certain school year; stating certain goals of the State; stating a 9 

certain duty of the Maryland Higher Education Commission; requiring the 10 

Commission, in collaboration with certain institutions of higher education, to 11 

develop and implement a certain course numbering system and certain credit 12 

transfer agreements by certain dates; requiring the Commission, in 13 

collaboration with certain institutions of higher education, to create a certain 14 

statewide communication campaign to identify certain individuals; requiring 15 

the Commission to develop and implement a certain incentive plan for certain 16 

individuals and certain institutions of higher education; requiring the 17 

Commission to submit a certain report by a certain date; requiring certain 18 

students to file a degree plan with certain institutions of higher education by a 19 

certain time; requiring a degree plan to be developed in consultation with a 20 

student’s certain academic advisor; requiring certain institutions of higher 21 

education to develop and implement certain block scheduling for certain 22 

students; requiring certain institutions of higher education to consider 23 

implementing certain block scheduling; requiring certain institutions of higher 24 

education to provide certain financial assistance to certain students; 25 

establishing a standard number of credits required for certain degrees at certain 26 

institutions of higher education except under certain circumstances; authorizing 27 

the Commission to establish additional exceptions to the standard number of 28 

credits required for certain degrees; clarifying eligibility for a certain grant 29 

program for certain students; prohibiting certain institutions of higher 30 

education from charging dually enrolled students tuition; requiring each county 31 
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board of education to provide a certain amount of funding to certain institutions 1 

of higher education for dually enrolled students; authorizing county boards to 2 

charge a student activities fee to dually enrolled students not to exceed a certain 3 

amount; requiring a county board to consider certain information when setting 4 

fees; requiring the county board to waive a certain fee for certain students; 5 

requiring the Governor’s P–20 Leadership Council of Maryland to monitor 6 

implementation of certain college strategies; requiring the Council to submit 7 

certain reports by certain dates; requiring the Department to develop, in 8 

consultation with certain institutions of higher education, a certain plan to 9 

improve college and career counseling; requiring the Department to submit a 10 

certain report by a certain date; requiring the Commission to submit certain 11 

data to the Department of Legislative Services by certain dates; defining certain 12 

terms; and generally relating to college readiness and college completion in the 13

 WHEREAS, The United States is one of the most well–educated countries in the 32 

world with 42% of adults age 25 to 64 years having attained a postsecondary degree; 33

 WHEREAS, Many countries have surpassed the United States in the 35 

percentage of young adults with a postsecondary degree; and 36 

 

 WHEREAS, By 2018, two–thirds of all jobs in Maryland will require some 37 

postsecondary education; and 38 
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 WHEREAS, Governor Martin O’Malley has set the goal that at least 55% of 1 

Maryland’s adults aged 25 to 64 years will hold at least an associate’s degree by 2025; 2

 WHEREAS, Nearly two–thirds of high school graduates who enroll in a 4 

community college and one–quarter of high school graduates who enroll in a four–year 5 

institution require remediation; now, therefore, 6 

 

 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF 7

HAVE NOT ACHIEVED COLLEGE READINESS BY THE END OF THE 11TH GRADE. 31 
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 (D) (1) EACH STUDENT SHALL COMPLETE A MATHEMATICS COURSE 1 

IN EACH YEAR OF HIGH SCHOOL. 2 

 

  (2) (I) THE MINIMUM LEVEL OF MATHEMATICS COMPETENCY 3 

THAT EACH STUDENT WHO IS ENROLLED IN A COLLEGE PREPARATION 4 

CURRICULUM IN HIGH SCHOOL SHALL ACHIEVE IS IN ALGEBRA II. 5 

 

   (II) IF A STUDENT ENROLLED IN A COLLEGE PREPARATION 6 

CURRICULUM IN HIGH SCHOOL HAS ACHIEVED COMPETENCY IN ALGEBRA II 7
