 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF 13 

MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 14

 (A) IN THIS SECTION, “COLLECT BIOMETRIC INFORMATION” MEANS 17 

THE NONINVASIVE ELECTRONIC MEASUREMENT AND EVALUATION OF ANY 18 

PHYSICAL CHARACTERISTICS THAT ARE ATTRIBUTABLE TO A SINGLE 19 

INDIVIDUAL, INCLUDING: 20 

 

  (1) FINGERPRINT CHARACTERISTICS; 21 

 

  (2) VOCAL CHARACTERISTICS; 22 
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  (3) FACIAL CHARACTERISTICS; AND 1 

 

  (4) ANY OTHER PHYSICAL CHARACTERISTICS USED FOR THE 2 

PURPOSE OF ELECTRONICALLY IDENTIFYING THAT INDIVIDUAL WITH A HIGH 3 

DEGREE OF CERTAINTY. 4 

 

 (B) A COUNTY BOARD OR A PERSON SUBJECT TO THE DIRECTION AND 5 

CONTROL OF THE COUNTY BOARD MAY NOT COLLECT BIOMETRIC INFORMATION 6 

FROM ANY STUDENT ENROLLED IN A PUBLIC SCHOOL. 7 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 8 

October 1, 2013. 9
