On page 2, in line 11, after “investors;” insert “providing that, when evaluating

and comparing a proposed offshore wind project, the Commission may not disqualify a

bidder, an offeror, or a subcontractor because the bidder, offeror, or subcontractor is

not a signatory to a certain labor union agreement or require a bidder, an offeror, or a

subcontractor to employ only individuals hired through a union:”.

NOT A SIGNATORY TO A LABOR UNION AGREEMENT COMMONLY REFERRED TO
AS A PROJECT LABOR AGREEMENT; OR

(I) REQUIRE A BIDDER, AN OFFEROR, OR A
SUBCONTRACTOR TO EMPLOY ONLY INDIVIDUALS HIRED THROUGH A UNION.”.
