“(B) WHEN DETERMINING THE AMOUNT OF A FINE UNDER SUBSECTION
(A) OF THIS SECTION, THE COURT SHALL CONSIDER THE FINANCIAL RESOURCES
AVAILABLE TO THE PUBLIC BODY AND THE ABILITY OF THE PUBLIC BODY TO
PAY THE FINE.”.
