 On page 3, after line 19, insert: 

 

 “SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That, on or before September 

30, 2016, the Department of Public Safety and Correctional Services shall report to the 

Senate Finance Committee and the House Judiciary Committee, in accordance with § 

2-1246 of the State Government Article, on the number of polygraph examinations 

submitted to or taken by correctional officers and employees of a State correctional 

facility, and the number of grievances filed or complaints made in response to 
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polygraph examinations submitted to or taken by correctional officers and employees 

of a State correctional facility.”;
