FOR the purpose of requiring that, to the extent practicable, an election judge take
certain actions regarding a disabled voter who is in a waiting line to vote; and
generally relating to accommodations for disabled voters at polling places.

SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF
MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Article — Election Law
1-101.

(a) In this article the following words have the meanings indicated unless a
different meaning is clearly intended from the context.

(@) “Disabled” means having a temporary or permanent physical disability.

IF A DISABLED VOTER IS IN A WAITING LINE TO VOTE, AN ELECTION
JUDGE, TO THE EXTENT PRACTICABLE, SHALL:

(1) DESIGNATE ANOTHER VOTER IN THE WAITING LINE TO SERVE
AS A PLACEHOLDER AND ALLOW THE DISABLED VOTER TO SIT UNTIL THE
PLACEHOLDER REACHES THE CHECK-IN JUDGE; OR

(2) MOVE THE DISABLED VOTER TO THE FRONT OF THE WAITING
LINE.

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect
June 1, 2014.
