AN ACT concerning 1 

 

Criminal Law – Possession of Marijuana – Civil Offense 2 

 

FOR the purpose of altering the penalty for the use or possession of less than a certain 3 

quantity of marijuana; making the use or possession of less than a certain 4 

quantity of marijuana a civil offense; establishing that a person who violates 5 

this Act may be issued a certain citation; requiring a court to summon a certain 6 

person to appear in court under certain circumstances; authorizing requiring a 7 

court to order a person convicted of a violation of this Act for a third or 8 

subsequent time certain persons to attend a certain program, refer the person to 9

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    E. has not been convicted of a violation of a State or 1 

federal controlled dangerous substances law; 2 

 

    F. has not been convicted of a crime of moral turpitude; 3 

 

    G. has been designated as caregiver by the patient in 4 

writing that has been placed in the patient’s medical record prior to arrest; 5 

 

    H. is the only individual designated by the patient to 6 

serve as caregiver; and 7 

 

    I. is not serving as caregiver for any other patient. 8 

 

    4. “Debilitating medical condition” means a chronic or 9 

debilitating disease or medical condition or the treatment of a chronic or debilitating 10 

disease or medical condition that produces one or more of the following, as documented 11 

by a physician with whom the patient has a bona fide physician–patient relationship: 12 

 

    A. cachexia or wasting syndrome; 13 

 

    B. severe or chronic pain; 14 

 

    C. severe nausea; 15 

 

    D. seizures; 16 

 

    E. severe and persistent muscle spasms; or 17 

 

    F. any other condition that is severe and resistant to 18 

conventional medicine.
