 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF 16 

MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 17

OWNER–OCCUPIED RESIDENTIAL REAL PROPERTY THAT IS: 4 

 

   (I) LOCATED ON THE FOLLOWING ROADS: 5 

 

    1. ALLENDER ROAD SOUTH OF PULASKI HIGHWAY; 6 

 

    2. BAKER ROAD; 7 

 

    3. BEACH ROAD; 8 

 

    4. BOWERMAN ROAD; 9 

 

    5. LORELEY BEACH ROAD; 10 

 

    6. LORELEY BEACH ROAD EAST; 11 

 

    7. LORELEY BEACH ROAD NORTH; 12 

 

    8. OPIE ROAD; 13 

 

    9. MAYBERRY ROAD; OR 14 

 

    10. STEVENS ROAD SOUTH OF PULASKI HIGHWAY; 15 

AND 16 

 

   (II) DETERMINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF BALTIMORE 17 

COUNTY TO HAVE BEEN IMPACTED ADVERSELY BY ITS PROXIMITY TO THE 18 

EASTERN SANITARY LANDFILL SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT FACILITY. 19 

 

  (2) (I) IN THIS PARAGRAPH, “ENVIRONMENTAL SURCHARGES” 20 

MEANS TIPPING FEES THAT: 21 

 

    1. ARE PAID TO BALTIMORE COUNTY BY THE USER 22 

OF A REFUSE DISPOSAL SYSTEM; AND 23 

 

    2. HAVE BEEN SET AT A SPECIFIC AMOUNT PER TON 24 

OF REFUSE THAT IS DEPOSITED AT THE SITE OF THE DISPOSAL SYSTEM. 25 

 

   (II) A PROPERTY TAX CREDIT MAY NOT BE GRANTED UNDER 26 

PARAGRAPH (1) OF THIS SUBSECTION UNLESS THE GOVERNING BODY OF 27 
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BALTIMORE COUNTY APPROVES THE USE OF ENVIRONMENTAL SURCHARGES TO 1 

OFFSET THE TOTAL AMOUNT OF THE PROPERTY TAX CREDITS GRANTED. 2 

 
 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 3 

June 1, 2014, and shall be applicable to all taxable years beginning after June 30, 4
