SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Article — Criminal Procedure
8-201.

(b) Notwithstanding any other law governing postconviction relief, a person who

is convicted of a [violation of § 2—201, § 2-204, § 2—207, or §§ 3—303 through 3-306 of the]
CRIME OF VIOLENCE UNDER § 14-101 OF THE Criminal Law Article may file a petition:

(1) for DNA testing of scientific identification evidence that the State
possesses as provided in subsection (j) of this section and that is related to the judgment of
conviction; or

(2)  for a search by a law enforcement agency of a law enforcement data
base or log for the purpose of identifying the source of physical evidence used for DNA
testing.
