FOR the purpose of requiring each highway construction or maintenance project that
includes a pavement component to use at least a certain percentage of recycled
aggregate in all bound pavement layers; and generally relating to the use of recycled
aggregate in highway construction and maintenance projects.

SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Article — Transportation

8-609.4.

EACH CONSTRUCTION OR MAINTENANCE PROJECT PERFORMED UNDER THIS
TITLE THAT INCLUDES A PAVEMENT COMPONENT SHALL USE AT LEAST 10%
RECYCLED AGGREGATE IN ALL BOUND PAVEMENT LAYERS.

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect
October 1, 2015.
