Dear Mr. President:

In accordance with Article II, Section 17 of the Maryland Constitution, today I have
vetoed Senate Bill 295 — Prince George’s County — Education — Youth Wellness
Leadership Pilot Program.

This bill establishes the Youth Wellness Leadership Pilot Program in Prince George’s
County; requires the Prince George’s County Board of Education, after consultation
with the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene, to implement the Program for
125 students in public high schools in Prince George’s County; authorizes the Board
of Education to collaborate with specified local community organizations; specifies
the purpose of the Program; and requires the Board of Education to report annually.

House Bill 197, which was passed by the General Assembly and signed by me,
accomplishes the same purpose. Therefore, it is not necessary for me to sign Senate

Bill 295.
