SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Article - Health - General
19-1813.

AN ASSISTED LIVING PROGRAM SHALL PROVIDE WRITTEN NOTIFICATION TO
RESIDENTS AND RESIDENT REPRESENTATIVES OF AN ACTION THAT WILL RESULT IN
THE CLOSURE, CHANGE OF OWNERSHIP, CHANGE IN LOCATION, OR SALE OF THE
ASSISTED LIVING PROGRAM, AT LEAST 180 DAYS BEFORE THE DAY OF THE
PROPOSED ACTION.

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect
October 1, 2016.
