FOR the purpose of requiring certain applicants and licensees of the Board of Examiners 3 

for Audiologists, Hearing Aid Dispensers, and Speech–Language Pathologists, the 4 

Board of Examiners of Nursing Home Administrators, the Board of Occupational 5 

Therapy Practice, and the Board of Podiatric Medical Examiners to submit to a 6 

certain criminal history records check; requiring certain applicants and licensees to 7 

apply to the Criminal Justice Information System Central Repository of the 8 

Department of Public Safety and Correctional Services for a certain criminal history 9 

records check and to submit to the Central Repository a certain set of fingerprints 10 

and fees; requiring the Central Repository to forward to certain health occupations 11 

boards and to certain individuals certain information under certain circumstances; 12 

providing that certain information is confidential, may not be redisseminated, and 13 

may be used only for certain purposes; authorizing certain individuals to contest 14 

certain information as provided in certain provisions of law; requiring certain health 15 

occupations boards, on receipt of a certain criminal history records check, to consider 16 

certain information in making certain determinations about certain applicants and 17 

licensees; prohibiting certain health occupations boards from issuing, renewing, or 18 

reinstating certain licenses if certain criminal history records check information has 19 

not been received; requiring certain unlicensed individuals and certain licensees of 20 

the State Board of Examiners of Nursing Home Administrators acting in a certain 21 

temporary capacity to submit to a certain criminal history records check; 22 

establishing certain exceptions to the requirement to submit to a criminal history 23 
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records check; authorizing certain health occupations boards to take certain actions 1 

against certain applicants and licensees for failing to submit to a certain criminal 2 

history records check; and generally relating to criminal history records checks and 3 

licensing requirements for audiologists, speech–language pathologists, hearing aid 4 

dispensers, nursing home administrators, occupational therapists, and podiatrists. 5

  (1) Be a graduate of an accredited 2–year postsecondary program with a 25 

diploma or degree; and 26 

 

  (2) Prior to taking the State licensing examination, provide proof of 27 

successful completion of the International Hearing Society Curriculum entitled “Distance 28 

Learning For Professionals in Hearing Health Sciences” or an equivalent course approved 29 

by the Board. 30 
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 (d) (1) Except as otherwise provided in this subtitle, the applicant shall pass 1 

an examination given by the Board under this subtitle.

an educational institution which incorporates the academic course work and the minimum 16 

hours of supervised training required by the regulations adopted by the Board; and 17 

 

  (2) Have completed the period of supervised postgraduate professional 18 

practice in speech–language pathology as specified by the regulations adopted by the Board. 19 

 

 (d) Except as otherwise provided in this title, the applicant shall pass an 20 

examination in speech–language pathology as required by regulations adopted by the 21 

Board.

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  (2) Hold a baccalaureate degree in speech–language pathology or 1 

communication sciences and disorders from an accredited institution or other degree as 2 

provided for in regulations adopted by the Board; 3 

 

  (3) Have successfully completed the clinical observation hours and 4 

supervised clinical assisting experience hours required by the regulations adopted by the 5 

Board; 6 

 

  (4) After a period of supervised practice by a licensed speech–language 7 

pathologist, have successfully completed a competency skills checklist as provided for in 8

licensee by electronic means or first–class mail at the last known electronic or physical 28 

address provided by the licensee and advise the licensee of: 29

limited license, place any licensee or holder of a limited license on probation, or suspend or 9 

revoke a license or a limited license if the applicant, licensee, or holder: 10

  (27) Fails to cooperate with a lawful investigation conducted by the Board; 12
