SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

(a) In this section and in §§ 3—8A-19.2, 3—8A-19.3, and 3—8A—-19.4 of this subtitle,

“victim” means an individual against whom an act described in subsection (b) of this section
1s committed or alleged to have been committed.

(b) (1) Except as provided in paragraph (2) of this subsection, after an inquiry
conducted 1in accordance with § 3—8A—10 of this subtitle, an intake officer may file with the
court a peace order request that alleges the commission of any of the following acts against
a victim by the respondent, if the act occurred within 30 days before the filing of the
complaint under § 3—8A—10 of this subtitle:

(1) An act that causes serious bodily harm,;

(1)  The petitioner is a resident of the State, regardless of whether
the act described in paragraph (1) of this subsection is alleged to have occurred in the State.
