certain skills; prohibiting certain standardized tests from being administered to 6 

certain prekindergarten students; requiring the State Department of Education to 7 

adopt certain regulations; and generally relating to the administration of 8 

prekindergarten and kindergarten assessments.

 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 15

 (A) A STATEWIDE KINDERGARTEN ASSESSMENT THAT IS ADMINISTERED 19

  (1) SHALL BE LIMITED TO A RANDOM SAMPLE OF KINDERGARTEN 21 

STUDENTS FROM WITHIN EACH LOCAL SCHOOL SYSTEM IN THE STATE; AND  22 

 

  (2) MAY INCLUDE AN EVALUATION OF: 23 
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   (I) LANGUAGE AND LITERACY SKILLS; 1 

 

   (II) ACADEMIC KNOWLEDGE IN MATHEMATICS, SCIENCE, AND 2 

SOCIAL STUDIES; 3 

 

   (III) PHYSICAL DEVELOPMENT; AND 4 

 

   (IV) SOCIAL DEVELOPMENT. 5 

 

 (B) A STANDARDIZED TEST MAY NOT BE ADMINISTERED TO A 6 

PREKINDERGARTEN STUDENT. 7 

 

 (C) THE DEPARTMENT SHALL ADOPT REGULATIONS TO IMPLEMENT THE 8 

REQUIREMENTS OF THIS SECTION. 9 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect July 10
