FOR the purpose of establishing the Maryland Small Business Innovation Research and 4 

Technology Transfer Incentive Program; specifying the purpose of the Program; 5 

requiring the Maryland Technology Development Corporation to administer the 6 

Program; authorizing a certain small business to apply to the Corporation for a grant 7 

under the Program to reimburse certain costs and to match certain funding awards, 8 

subject to certain limitations; requiring the Corporation to develop a certain grant 9 

application form; establishing certain requirements for a certain small business to 10 

qualify for a grant under the Program; establishing the Maryland Small Business 11 

Innovation Research and Technology Transfer Incentive Fund as a special, 12 

nonlapsing fund; specifying the purpose of the Fund; requiring the Corporation to 13 

administer the Fund; requiring the State Treasurer to hold the Fund and the 14 

Comptroller to account for the Fund; specifying the contents of the Fund; specifying 15 

the purposes for which the Fund may be used; providing for the investment of money 16 

in and expenditures from the Fund; requiring interest earnings of the Fund to be 17 

credited to the Fund; exempting the Fund from a certain provision of law requiring 18 

interest earnings on State money to accrue to the General Fund of the State; 19 

requiring the Corporation to adopt regulations to implement and administer this Act; 20 

requiring the Corporation to report certain information in a certain annual report to 21 

the Governor, the Maryland Economic Development Commission, and the General 22 

Assembly; defining certain terms; and generally relating to the Maryland Small 23 

Business Innovation Research and Technology Transfer Incentive Program and 24 

Fund in the Maryland Technology Development Corporation. 25

IN THE SAME MANNER AS OTHER STATE MONEY MAY BE INVESTED. 22
