(1) 11 members appointed by the Governor in consultation with the
Secretary and with the advice and consent of the Senate;

(2)  three [nonvoting] members appointed by the Governor who are
directors or chief executive officers from among the destination marketing organizations

officially recognized by the Office;

(3)  five members appointed by the President of the Senate of Maryland as

follows:
(1) at least two members of the Senate; and
(1)  at least two members from the private business community; and
(4) five members appointed by the Speaker of the House of Delegates as
follows:

(1) at least two members of the House of Delegates; and

(1) at least two members from the private business community.

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect
October 1, 2017.
