SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That, on or before April 1, 2018,
the State Board of Nursing, the State Board of Physicians, the State Board of Professional
Counselors and Therapists, the State Board of Examiners of Psychologists, and the State
Board of Social Work Examiners shall adopt regulations that, to the extent practicable, are
uniform and setrelat egetiee nonclinical for the use of teletherapy by health
care practitioners in accordance Wlth §§ 1-901 threush31—904 and 1-902 of the Health
Occupations Article, as enacted by Section 1 of this Act.
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SECTION 3. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That Section 1 of this Act shall take
effect October 1, 2047 2018.

SECTION 4. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That, except as provided in Section
3 of this Act. this Act shall take effect October 1, 2017.
