AN ACT concerning 1 

 

Natalie M. LaPrade Medical Cannabis Commission Reform Act 2 

 

FOR the purpose of altering the definition of “grower” for purposes of certain provisions of 3 

law governing medical cannabis; declaring the intent of the General Assembly with 4 

regard to the State’s medical cannabis programs; requiring altering the information 5 

that the Natalie M. LaPrade Medical Cannabis Commission is required to maintain 6 

on the Commission’s website; requiring the Commission to conduct certain outreach 7 

to certain small, minority, and women business owners and entrepreneurs for certain 8 

purposes; authorizing requiring the Commission to make grants to certain 9 

educational and business development organizations for certain purposes; requiring 10 

the Commission to partner with the Department of Labor, Licensing, and Regulation 11 

to identify certain employment opportunities; altering the membership of the 12 

Commission; providing that the certain appointments made to the Commission are 13 

subject to the advice and consent of the Senate of Maryland; requiring the 14 

Commission, the Department of Labor, Licensing, and Regulation, and certain 15 
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entities to comply with federal and State laws in performing certain actions; 1 

prohibiting the Commission from retaining the services of certain persons for certain 2 

purposes; establishing certain qualifications for appointed members of the 3 

Commission; prohibiting a member of the Commission from having certain interests 4 

in certain licensees, having a certain relationship to a person who holds a certain 5 

license, being a certain official, receiving or sharing in certain receipts or proceeds, 6 

or having a certain interest in certain contracts; requiring the membership of the 7 

Commission, to the extent practicable and consistent with federal and State law, to 8 

reflect the racial, ethnic, and gender diversity of the State; requiring a member of 9 

the Commission to file a certain disclosure statement; providing that the terms of 10 

the appointed members of the Commission are staggered as required by the terms 11 

provided for members on a certain date; providing that appointed members of the 12 

Commission are entitled to a certain salary and reimbursement for certain expenses; 13 

requiring that an appointed member of the Commission be paid at certain intervals; 14 

providing that the Secretary of Health, or the Secretary’s designee, is entitled to 15 

certain reimbursement; authorizing the Governor to remove a member of the 16 

Commission for just cause; requiring the Governor to appoint, in a certain manner, 17 

an executive director of the Commission with the advice and consent of the Senate 18 

of Maryland; requiring the executive director to serve at the pleasure of the 19 

Commission; establishing the Natalie M. LaPrade Medical Cannabis Compassionate 20 

Use Fund; requiring the Maryland Department of Health to administer the Fund 21 

and set certain fees; prohibiting the Commission from imposing certain fees on 22 

certain licensed medical cannabis growers, processors, and dispensaries under 23 

certain circumstances; providing that the Fund is a special, nonlapsing fund that is 24 

not subject to a certain provision of law; providing for the purpose of the Fund; 25 

requiring the State Treasurer to hold the Fund separately and the Comptroller to 26 

account for the Fund; requiring the Fund to be invested and reinvested in a certain 27 

manner; providing that interest earnings of the Fund shall be retained to the credit 28 

of the Fund; exempting the Fund from a certain provision of law requiring interest 29 

earnings on State money to accrue to the General Fund of the State; providing that 30 

the Fund is subject to a certain audit; requiring the Comptroller to pay out money 31 

from the Fund as directed by the Department; requiring the Commission, in 32 

consultation with the Maryland Department of Health, to report to the General 33 

Assembly, on or before a certain date, on certain anticipated revenues, the amount 34 

of certain fees and on which licensees the fees should be assessed in order to generate 35 

certain revenues, the use of any other funding mechanisms to implement a certain 36 

program, and certain anticipated savings; authorizing the Commission to hire a 37 

certain actuary for a certain purpose; prohibiting any part of the Fund from reverting 38 

or being credited to certain funds; providing that expenditures from the Fund may 39 

be made only in accordance with the State budget; requiring the Maryland 40 

Department of Health, in consultation with the Commission, to establish a certain 41 

program to allow certain individuals to obtain medical cannabis from certain 42 

dispensaries at no cost or a reduced cost and to reimburse certain dispensaries from 43 

a certain Fund; requiring the Maryland Department of Health to adopt certain 44 

regulations; prohibiting a constitutional officer or a secretary of a principal 45 

department of the Executive Branch of State government, except under certain 46 

circumstances, from being an owner or an employee of a certain business entity that 47 
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holds a certain license or from having an official relationship to a certain business 1 

entity; prohibiting former members of the General Assembly from being an owner or 2 

employee of, or having a certain relationship with, certain entities for a certain period 3 

of time; requiring the Commission, in consultation with certain entities, to evaluate 4 

a certain study of the medical cannabis industry, make a certain determination 5 

relating to certain business participation in the medical cannabis industry, evaluate 6 

certain race–neutral programs and other methods, and submit certain emergency 7 

regulations; authorizing the Commission to report to the General Assembly certain 8 

information that the Commission determines to be necessary to the consideration, 9 

development, or implementation of certain remedial measures; requiring a person 10 

that applies for a certain medical cannabis grower, processor, or dispensary license 11 

to submit, with a certain application, a certain affidavit; altering the number of 12 

medical cannabis growers that may be licensed by the Commission; altering the 13 

persons to which a medical cannabis grower is licensed to provide medical cannabis; 14 

requiring the Commission to rescind a certain applicant’s Stage One preapproval 15 

under certain circumstances; requiring that the maximum number of medical 16 

cannabis grower licenses be reduced by a certain number under certain 17 

circumstances; altering a certain illustrative list of certain strains of cannabis; 18 

authorizing the Commission to license a certain number of processors; requiring the 19 

Commission to rescind a certain processor applicant’s Stage One preapproval under 20 

certain circumstances; requiring that the maximum number of medical cannabis 21 

processor licenses be reduced by a certain number under certain circumstances; 22 

requiring authorizing the Commission to report to the General Assembly, on or 23 

before beginning on a certain date, on the number of grower and processor grower, 24 

processor, and dispensary licenses necessary to meet a demand for medical cannabis 25 

by certain individuals; prohibiting the Commission from submitting a certain report 26 

before a certain date; authorizing the Commission to submit a certain report during 27 

a certain time period only under certain circumstances; requiring the Commission, 28 

before determining to submit a certain report, to provide the Legislative Policy 29 

Committee at least a certain period of time to submit comments to the Commission; 30 

requiring the Commission, to the extent permitted by federal and State law, to seek 31 

to achieve certain diversity when licensing certain growers, processors, and 32 

dispensaries; requiring the Commission to encourage applicants who are small, 33 

minority, or women–owned business entities to apply for licensure; authorizing the 34 

Commission, except under certain circumstances, to register as an agent of certain 35 

licensed entities an individual who has been convicted of a certain offense; altering 36 

the period of time for which certain medical cannabis grower, dispensary, and 37 

processor licenses are valid; altering certain reporting requirements for certain 38 

medical cannabis growers; prohibiting certain medical cannabis growers and medical 39 

cannabis grower agents from being penalized or arrested under State law for certain 40 

actions; requiring certain dispensaries and processors, beginning on a certain date, 41 

to annually report certain information to the Commission; altering the information 42 

that the Commission must report to the Governor and the General Assembly; 43 

altering the actions for which certain processors and processor agents may not be 44 

penalized or arrested under State law; authorizing the holder of a medical cannabis 45 

grower, processor, or dispensary license to sell or transfer ownership of the license 46 

under certain circumstances; authorizing the Commission to rescind the Stage One 47 
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preapproval of certain applicants under certain circumstances; authorizing the 1 

Commission to extend the time frame for certain applicants to become operational 2 

under certain circumstances; altering the membership of the Commission; providing 3 

that certain appointments made to the Commission are subject to the advice and 4 

consent of the Senate; providing that the terms of the appointed members of the 5 

Commission are staggered as required by the terms provided for members on a 6 

certain date; requiring the terms of certain members of the Commission to terminate 7 

on a certain date; declaring the intent of the General Assembly relating to continuity 8 

within the membership of the Commission; specifying the terms of certain initial 9 

members of the Commission; prohibiting the Commission, except under certain 10 

circumstances, from reviewing, evaluating, or ranking an application for certain 11 

licenses or awarding granting Stage One preapproval for certain additional licenses 12 

until certain regulations are adopted; declaring the intent of the General Assembly 13 

as to the date by which the Commission should submit certain regulations; requiring 14 

the Commission to report, under certain circumstances, to certain committees of the 15 

General Assembly on certain matters; requiring the Commission, under certain 16 

circumstances, to accept certain applications for licensure, allow certain persons who 17 

previously applied for licensure to amend, if necessary, and resubmit or withdraw 18 

certain applications, and resume reviewing, evaluating, and ranking applications for 19 

certain licenses and awarding certain additional licenses; providing that the 20 

Commission, under certain circumstances, may waive a certain initial application 21 

fee for a certain person, but may charge a certain fee for the submission resubmission 22 

of an amended a certain application; prohibiting the Commission from being 23 

required to consider for licensure under certain provisions of law a certain person 24 

except under certain circumstances; authorizing requiring the Commission, 25 

notwithstanding certain provisions of this Act, on or before a certain date, to award 26 

Stage One preapproval to certain applicants in a certain manner under certain 27 

circumstances; requiring an applicant who is granted Stage One preapproval for 28 

licensure under certain provisions of this Act to meet certain requirements; requiring 29 

the Governor to appropriate certain funds in the aggregate in certain fiscal years to 30 

the Natalie M. LaPrade Medical Cannabis Commission Fund for a certain purpose; 31 

requiring the Department of Agriculture, in consultation with the Commission, on or 32 

before a certain date, to submit emergency regulations that authorize the use of 33 

certain crop protection agents; requiring that an approved crop protection agent be 34 

applied in a certain manner under certain circumstances; requiring the Commission 35 

to develop certain guidelines; authorizing the Commission to remove a crop protection 36 

agent from a certain list under certain circumstances; requiring the Commission to 37 

submit a certain report to the General Assembly on or before a certain date; requiring 38 

the Commission, in consultation with the Maryland Department of Health, to report 39 

to the General Assembly on or before a certain date; defining certain terms; making 40 

certain conforming and stylistic changes; repealing certain provisions of law made 41 

obsolete by this Act; providing for the construction of certain provisions of this Act; 42 

applying certain provisions of this Act prospectively; making the provisions of this 43 

Act severable; providing for a delayed effective date for certain provisions of this Act; 44 

making this Act an emergency measure; and generally relating to the Natalie M. 45 

LaPrade Medical Cannabis Commission. 46

STATE FOR AT LEAST THE IMMEDIATELY PRECEDING 5 YEARS; AND 26 

 

   (III) BE A QUALIFIED VOTER OF THE STATE; AND 27 

 

   (IV) HAVE SUBSTANTIAL EXPERIENCE: 28 
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    1. AS AN EXECUTIVE WITH FIDUCIARY 1 

RESPONSIBILITIES FOR A LARGE ORGANIZATION OR FOUNDATION; 2 

 

    2. IN AN ACADEMIC FIELD RELATING TO HEALTH, 3 

AGRICULTURE, OR FINANCE; OR 4 

 

    3. AS A PROFESSIONAL IN A PROFESSION RELATING TO 5 

HEALTH, AGRICULTURE, OR FINANCE. 6

rest of the term and until a successor is appointed and qualifies.  8 

 

 SECTION 2. 3. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That, to implement the change 9 

in the composition of the Natalie M. LaPrade Medical Cannabis Commission under §  10 

13–3303 of the Health – General Article, as enacted by Section 1 2 of this Act, the terms of 11 

all members serving on the Commission before the effective date of Section 2 of this Act 12 

shall terminate June 1, 2018 October 1, 2019. 13 

 

 SECTION 3. 4. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That it is the intent of the 14 

General Assembly that, in filling the five positions provided for in § 13–3303(a)(2) of the 15 

Health – General Article, as enacted by Section 1 2 of this Act, the Governor may reappoint 16 

a member of the Commission who served before of the effective date of Section 2 of this Act 17 

in order to ensure a level of continuity within the membership of the Natalie M. LaPrade 18 

Medical Cannabis Commission. 19 

 

 SECTION 4. 5. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That the terms of the eight 12 20 

initial members of the Natalie M. LaPrade Medical Cannabis Commission provided for in 21 

§ 13–3303(a)(2) through (5) (6) of the Health – General Article, as enacted by Section 1 2 of 22 

this Act, shall expire as follows: 23 

 

  (1) two three members in 2020 2021; 24 

 

  (2) two three members in 2021 2022; 25 

 

  (3) two three members in 2022 2023; and 26 

 

  (4) two three members in 2023 2024. 27 

 

 SECTION 5. 6. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That the Natalie M. LaPrade 28 

Medical Cannabis Commission may not review, evaluate, or rank an application for a 29 

license under Title 13, Subtitle 33 of the Health – General Article or award any additional 30 

licenses grant Stage One preapproval for licensure under Title 13, Subtitle 33 of the Health 31 

– General Article until the regulations required under § 13–3305.2 of the Health – General 32 

Article, as enacted by Section 1 of this Act, have been adopted. 33 
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 SECTION 7. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That: 1 

 

 (a) It is the intent of the General Assembly that the Natalie M. LaPrade Medical 2 

Cannabis Commission submit the emergency regulations described under § 13–3305.2(a)(3) 3 

of the Health – General Article, as enacted by Section 1 of this Act, on or before June 1, 4 

2018. 5 

 

 (b) Until the submission of the emergency regulations described under §  6 

13–3305.2(a)(3) of the Health – General Article, as enacted by Section 1 of this Act, the 7 

Commission shall report, in accordance with § 2–1246 of the State Government Article, at 8 

least once every 30 days to the following committees of the General Assembly on the 9 

progress towards submitting the emergency regulations: 10 

 

  (1) the Joint Committee on Administrative, Executive, and Legislative 11 

Review; 12 

 

  (2) the Senate Finance Committee; and 13 

 

  (3) the House Health and Government Operations Committee.  14 

 

 SECTION 6. 8. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That, following: 15 

 

 (a) Following the adoption of any regulations in accordance with § 13–3305.2 § 16 

13–3305.2(a)(3) of the Health – General Article, as enacted by Section 1 of this Act, the 17 

Natalie M. LaPrade Medical Cannabis Commission: 18 

 

  (1) shall accept new applications for licensure under Title 13, Subtitle 33 19 

of the Health – General Article in addition to the applications that the Commission 20 

previously received; 21 

 

  (2) shall allow a person who previously applied for licensure under Title 22 

13, Subtitle 33 of the Health – General Article to amend, if necessary, and resubmit the 23 

person’s application or to withdraw the person’s application entirely; 24 

 

  (3) may waive the initial application fee for a person who previously 25 

applied for licensure under Title 13, Subtitle 33 of the Health – General Article, but may 26 

charge the person a reasonable fee for the submission resubmission of an unamended or 27 

amended application; and 28 

 

  (4) shall resume reviewing, evaluating, and ranking applications for 29 

licensure under Title 13, Subtitle 33 of the Health – General Article in accordance with the 30 

evaluation system adopted in regulation and awarding licenses under Title 13, Subtitle 33 31 

of the Health – General Article. 32 

 

 (b) The Natalie M. LaPrade Medical Cannabis Commission may not be required 33 

to consider for a license under Title 13, Subtitle 33 of the Health – General Article a person 34 

who previously applied for licensure and who was not awarded a license unless the person 35 
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resubmits the application as allowed under subsection (a)(2) of this section and pays any 1 

fee charged under subsection (a)(3) of this section. 2 

 

 SECTION 9. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That: 3 

 

 (a) (1) Notwithstanding Section 6 of this Act, if on or before June 1, 2018, the 4 

Natalie M. LaPrade Medical Cannabis Commission rescinds or revokes the Stage One 5 

preapproval of an applicant for licensure that received Stage One preapproval in calendar 6 

year 2016, the Commission may grant Stage One preapproval for licensure to an applicant 7 

in accordance with the numerical selection sequence for additional license preapprovals 8 

that the Commission unanimously adopted during the Commission’s public meetings held 9 

in calendar year 2016 shall grant Stage One preapproval for two medical cannabis grower 10 

licenses from the medical cannabis grower license applications that were initially ranked by 11 

the Regional Economic Studies Institute in July 2016. 12 

 

  (2) The Commission’s grant of Stage One preapproval for two cannabis 13 

grower licenses under paragraph (1) of this subsection shall be done in accordance with the 14 

numerical selection sequence for additional grower license preapprovals that the 15 

Commission unanimously adopted during the Commission’s August 5, 2016, public meeting. 16 

 

  (3) An applicant who is granted Stage One preapproval for a medical 17 

cannabis grower license under paragraph (1) of this subsection shall meet the requirements 18 

established by the Commission for final approval of a medical cannabis grower license. 19 

 

  (4) (i) If an applicant that is granted Stage One preapproval for a 20 

medical cannabis grower license under paragraph (1) of this subsection fails to meet the 21 

requirements established by the Commission for final approval of a medical cannabis grower 22 

license: 23 

 

    1. the Commission shall rescind the applicant’s Stage One 24 

preapproval; and 25 

 

    2. the maximum number of medical cannabis grower licenses 26 

authorized under § 13–3306(a)(2)(i) of the Health – General Article, as enacted by Section 1 27 

of this Act, shall be reduced by the same number of Stage One preapprovals rescinded by the 28 

Commission under item 1 of this subparagraph. 29 

 

   (ii) Any reduction in the maximum number of medical cannabis 30 

grower licenses under subparagraph (i)2 of this paragraph shall be in addition to any other 31 

reduction required under § 13–3306(a)(2)(ii) of the Health – General Article, as enacted by 32 

Section 1 of this Act. 33 

 

 (b) Notwithstanding Section 6 of this Act, on or before June 1, 2018, the Natalie 34 

M. LaPrade Medical Cannabis Commission may shall: 35 
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  (1) grant a person Stage One preapproval for licensure as a medical 1 

cannabis grower under § 13–3306 of the Health – General Article, as enacted by Section 1 2 

of this Act, if the person: 3 

 

   (i) is licensed as a processor under § 13–3309 of the Health – 4 

General Article, as enacted by Section 1 of this Act; and 5 

 

   (ii) applied for a medical cannabis grower license and was initially 6 

ranked among the top 30 grower applicants by the Regional Economic Studies Institute in 7 

July 2016; and 8 

 

  (2) grant a person Stage One preapproval for licensure as a processor under 9 

§ 13–3309 of the Health – General Article, as enacted by Section 1 of this Act, if the person: 10 

 

   (i) is licensed as a medical cannabis grower under § 13–3306 of the 11 

Health – General Article, as enacted by Section 1 of this Act; and 12 

 

   (ii) applied for a processor license and was ranked among the top 30 13 

processor applicants by the Commission in August 2016. 14 

 

 (c) An applicant who is granted Stage One preapproval for a license under 15 

subsection (a) or (b) of this section shall meet the requirements established by the 16 

Commission for final approval of licensure, including any new date set by the Commission 17 

for the applicant to become operational. 18 

 

 SECTION 10. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That, in fiscal year 2019 and fiscal 19 

year 2020, the Governor shall appropriate at least $1,800,000 $1,000,000, in the aggregate, 20 

to the Natalie M. LaPrade Medical Cannabis Commission Fund for the purpose of 21 

reviewing, evaluating, and ranking applications for licensure under Title 13, Subtitle 33 of 22 

the Health – General Article in accordance with Section 6 of this Act.  23 

 

 SECTION 11. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That: 24 

 

 (a) Subject to subsection (b) of this section, on or before June 1, 2018, in order to 25 

ensure provide for both patient safety and the reliable supply of medical cannabis, the 26 

Department of Agriculture, in consultation with the Natalie M. LaPrade Medical Cannabis 27 

Commission, shall submit emergency regulations, in accordance with Title 10, Subtitle 1 of 28 

the State Government Article, that permit allow the registration and use of crop protection 29 

agents in the growing cultivation of medical cannabis as part of an integrated pest 30 

management plan. 31 

 

 (b) The regulations submitted in accordance with subsection (a) of this section 32 

shall authorize the use of any crop protection agent that is labeled for use in a greenhouse 33 

environment and is: 34 
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  (1) included in the list of products that the United States Environmental 1 

Protection Agency has exempted from registration under the Federal Insecticide, 2 

Fungicide, and Rodenticide Act; 3 

 

  (2) permitted for use on tobacco by included in the list of products that the 4 

United States Environmental Protection Agency has exempted from the food residue 5 

tolerance requirements listed in 40 C.F.R. 180; 6 

 

  (3) permitted by the United States Environmental Protection Agency to be 7 

labeled as meeting the criteria for organic food production as defined in the United States 8 

Department of Agriculture’s National Organic Program regulations; or 9 

 

  (4) specifically labeled allowed by the United States Environmental 10 

Protection Agency as permitted for for a use that is broad enough to include use on cannabis.  11 

 

 (c) If an approved crop protection agent is used in the cultivation of medical 12 

cannabis, the approved crop protection agent shall be applied in a manner consistent with 13 

State and federal application requirements. 14 

 

 (d) In the interest of promoting patient safety, the Natalie M. LaPrade Medical 15 

Cannabis Commission: 16 

 

  (1) shall develop guidance that does not adversely affect the affordability of 17 

medical cannabis for registered independent testing laboratories to follow when analyzing 18 

medical cannabis; and 19 

 

  (2) may remove a crop protection agent from the list of approved crop 20 

protection agents if there is reasonable, documented evidence that the crop protection agent 21 

has the potential to cause harm to patients. 22 

 

 SECTION 12. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That, on or before January 1, 23 

2019, the Natalie M. LaPrade Medical Cannabis Commission shall report to the General 24 

Assembly, in accordance with § 2–1246 of the State Government Article, on potential rules 25 

and regulations governing marketing and advertising practices of entities licensed and 26 

certified by the Commission.  27 

 

 SECTION 7. 12. 13. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That, on or before January 28 

1, 2019, the Natalie M. LaPrade Medical Cannabis Commission, in consultation with the 29 

Maryland Department of Health, shall report to the General Assembly, in accordance with 30 

§ 2–1246 of the State Government Article, on the treatment of an opioid use disorder by 31 

using medical cannabis. 32 

 

 SECTION 8. 13. 14. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That any remedial 33 

measures adopted in regulation in accordance with § 13–3305.2 of the Health – General 34 

Article, as enacted by Section 1 of this Act, shall be construed to apply only prospectively 35 

and may not be applied or interpreted to have any effect on or application to a medical 36 
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cannabis grower, processor, or dispensary awarded Stage One pre–approval preapproval 1 

before the effective date of this Act. 2 

 

 SECTION 9. 14. 15. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That, if any provision of this 3 

Act or the application thereof to any person or circumstance is held invalid for any reason 4 

in a court of competent jurisdiction, the invalidity does not affect other provisions or any 5 

other application of this Act that can be given effect without the invalid provision or 6 

application, and for this purpose the provisions of this Act are declared severable. 7 

 

 SECTION 15. 16. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That Section 2 of this Act shall 8 

take effect October 1, 2019.  9 

 

 SECTION 10. 16. 17. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That, except as provided 10 

in Section 15 16 of this Act, this Act is an emergency measure, is necessary for the 11 

immediate preservation of the public health or safety, has been passed by a yea and nay 12 

vote supported by three–fifths of all the members elected to each of the two Houses of the 13
