GOVERNMENT ARTICLE, THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY ON THE INFORMATION 15 

COLLECTED UNDER SUBSECTION (A) OF THIS SECTION. 16 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 17 

October 1, 2018. 18
