Dangerous Substances Act; authorizing the Department to impose a certain civil 8 

penalty for each violation of the Maryland Controlled Dangerous Substances Act; 9 

requiring the Department to pay a certain penalty imposed by the Department into 10 

the General Fund of the State; authorizing the Department to issue an order of 11 

impoundment and immediately impound certain bulk powders and chemicals under 12 

certain circumstances; applying certain procedural requirements for impounding 13 

certain drugs to the impoundment of certain bulk powders and chemicals; 14 

authorizing the Department to charge certain fees to recover certain costs; altering 15 
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certain required procedures relating to the destruction or transfer of impounded 1 

drugs and applying the procedures to impounded bulk powders and chemicals; 2 

requiring the Department to adopt certain regulations; altering a certain definition; 3 

and generally relating to controlled dangerous substances. 4

 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 20 

That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 21

registered by the Department before the person manufactures, distributes, or dispenses a 25 

controlled dangerous substance in the State OR TRANSPORTS A CONTROLLED 26

  (2) The Department shall adopt regulations to carry out this subsection. 28 

 

 (b) An applicant must register separately each principal place of business or 29 

professional practice where the applicant manufactures, distributes, or dispenses a 30 

controlled dangerous substance. 31 

 

 (c) To the extent authorized by the registration and subject to subsection (b) of 32 

this section and this subtitle, a person registered by the Department under this subtitle 33 

may: 34 

 

  (1) possess, manufacture, distribute, or dispense controlled dangerous 35 

substances; and 36 
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  (2) perform any activity listed in item (1) of this subsection to conduct 1 

research. 2 

 

 (d) A person need not register with the Department to possess a controlled 3 

dangerous substance while acting in the course of the person’s business or profession if the 4 

person is: 5 

 

  (1) an agent or agent’s employee of a registered manufacturer, distributor, 6 

or dispenser of a controlled dangerous substance; 7 

 

  (2) a common or contract carrier or warehouseman, or an employee of a 8 

common or contract carrier or warehouseman; or 9 

 

  (3) an ultimate user or person in possession of a controlled dangerous 10 

substance acting in good faith in accordance with a lawful order of an authorized provider. 11 

 

 (e) If the Department finds that a waiver is consistent with public health and 12 

safety, by regulation, the Department may waive the registration requirement for a 13 

manufacturer, distributor, or dispenser. 14

threat to the public health, safety, or welfare, or if the confidentiality of prescription records 14 

is in imminent danger of being compromised, the Department may: 15 

 

   (i) Issue an impoundment order; and 16 

 

   (ii) Immediately impound drugs, BULK POWDERS AND 17 

CHEMICALS, or prescription records without prior notice to the permit holder or authorized 18 

prescriber. 19 

 

 (d) An order of impoundment constitutes a final order subject to judicial review 20 

under the State Administrative Procedure Act. 21 

 

 (e) The Department shall provide the permit holder or authorized prescriber with 22 

a list of all drugs, BULK POWDERS AND CHEMICALS, and prescription records impounded. 23 

 

 (f) The Department may charge reasonable fees to recover the costs of the 24 

collection, storage, and disposition of drugs, BULK POWDERS AND CHEMICALS, or 25 

prescription records. 26 

 

 (g) The Department shall adopt regulations governing the disposition of 27 

impounded drugs, BULK POWDERS AND CHEMICALS, and prescription records. 28 

 

 (h) Prior to issuing an order of impoundment, the Department, with the approval 29 

of the Board of Pharmacy, shall develop regulations concerning: 30 

 

  (1) The nature, type, and amount of information upon which the 31

that is circulated locally: 10

  (2) Designating a date, time, and location where the drugs, BULK 13

 (j) A board shall immediately notify the Office of Controlled Substances 16 

Administration of the surrender, suspension, or revocation of a permit holder’s permit or 17 

an authorized prescriber’s license. 18
