[(D] (E) On or before October 15 of each year, the information required under
subsection [(c)] (D) of this section shall be:

(1) Updated;
(2)  Posted on the [Web site] WEBSITE of the county board; and

(3) Included in the annual update of the county board’s master plan
required under § 5—401 of this article.

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect July
1, 2018.
