 (A) IN THIS SECTION, “STATE–FUNDED ENTITY” MEANS: 17 

 

  (1) A UNIT OF STATE GOVERNMENT; OR  18 

 

  (2) AN ENTITY OR ASSOCIATION THAT RECEIVES STATE AID.  19 

 

 (B) A STATE–FUNDED ENTITY THAT ADVERTISES TO THE GENERAL PUBLIC 20 

SHALL ADVERTISE USING A RANGE OF MEDIA SOURCES WITH TARGET AUDIENCES 21 

THAT REFLECT THE RACIAL DIVERSITY OF THE STATE.  22 
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 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 1
