SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Article 4 - Baltimore City
16-1.

The following words and phrases as used in this subtitle shall have or include the
following meanings.

(6) “Members of the department” shall mean and include all persons and
personnel employed by the department, whether civilian employees or police officers.

(7 “Police officers” shall mean all those members of the department having
and exercising the powers of police officers, as provided in this subtitle, and shall
specifically include the Police Commissioner of Baltimore City, all deputy police
commissioners, and such other ranks or positions which the Commissioner may determine
require experience as a police officer as a prerequisite.

(8)  “Civilian employees” shall mean all members of the department other
than police officers.

16-2A.

THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF BALTIMORE MAY REQUIRE MEMBERS OF
THE COMMAND STAFF OF THE DEPARTMENT, AT THE RANK OF CAPTAIN OR ABOVE,
TO RESIDE IN BALTIMORE CITY.

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That a local law, ordinance, or
policy enacted or adopted by the Mayor and City Council of Baltimore in accordance with
this Act shall be construed to apply only prospectively and may not be applied or interpreted
to have any effect on or application to the continued employment of any individual
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employed by the Police Department of Baltimore City before the effective date of the local
law, ordinance, or policy.

SECTION 3. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect
October 1, 2019.
