 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 16 

That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 17

 (a) (1) The application for a certificate of title of a vehicle shall be made by the 2 

owner of the vehicle on the form that the Administration requires. 3 

 

 (d) The application shall be signed [in ink] by: 4 

 

  (1) Each owner who is an individual; 5 

 

  (2) The individual cosigning the application on behalf of a minor in 6 

accordance with subsection (b) of this section; 7 

 

  (3) An officer or authorized agent of the owner, if the owner is a business 8 

firm, association, or corporation; 9 

 

  (4) A partner or joint venturer, if the owner is a partnership or joint 10 

venture; 11 

 

  (5) An officer or authorized agent, if the owner is an unincorporated 12 

association, joint stock company, or other group described in § 6–406 of the Courts Article; 13 

or 14 

 

  (6) A trustee, if the owner is a trust. 15 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 16
