 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 18 

That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 19

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 (a) Except as provided in [subsection (b)] SUBSECTIONS (B) AND (C) of this 1 

section, the Board may not issue a license that has an off–sale privilege to: 2 

 

  (1) an establishment commonly known as a chain store, supermarket, or 3 

discount house; or 4 

 

  (2) a franchisor, franchisee, or concessionaire of the establishment. 5 

 

 (b) An establishment described in subsection (a) of this section that held a license 6 

on July 1, 1973: 7 

 

  (1) may continue to hold the license; and 8 

 

  (2) at the discretion of the Board, may change the class of the license. 9 

 

 (C) THE BOARD MAY ISSUE A CLASS A BEER AND LIGHT WINE LICENSE FOR 10 

USE IN A SUPERMARKET THAT HAS A MINIMUM INVESTMENT OF AT LEAST $500,000 11 

IN THE SUPERMARKET FACILITIES, NOT INCLUDING THE COST OF LAND OR 12 

BUILDINGS. 13
