Local Governments – Resilience Authorities – Authorization 2 

 

FOR the purpose of authorizing a local government to create a Resilience Authority by local 3 

law; specifying certain requirements for the adoption of a local law establishing an 4 

Authority; specifying the required contents of a resolution and the articles of 5 

incorporation for an Authority; providing that certain provisions of this Act are  6 

self–executing and fully authorize the establishment of an Authority 7 

notwithstanding other provisions of law; providing that a resolution authorizing the 8 

creation of an Authority is administrative in nature and is not subject to referendum; 9 

specifying certain procedures for properly executing, filing, and recording the articles 10 

of incorporation establishing an Authority; specifying certain procedures for 11 

amending the articles of incorporation of an Authority; specifying certain procedures 12 

and requirements for altering or terminating an Authority; specifying the process for 13 

the appointment, hiring, and administration of an Authority; prohibiting the net 14 

earnings of an Authority from benefiting certain persons; specifying the powers that 15 

a local government may grant an Authority; authorizing an Authority to issue 16 

certain bonds for certain purposes; providing that bonds issued by an Authority are 17 

limited obligations and not a pledge of the faith and credit or taxing power of the 18 

incorporating local governments; establishing the process for the issuance of bonds 19 

by an Authority; authorizing a contract to provide for payment in bonds; specifying 20 

that certain findings are conclusive in a proceeding involving the validity or 21 

enforceability of a bond or security for a bond; exempting the principal of and interest 22 

on bonds, the transfer of bonds, and any income derived from bonds, including 23 

certain profits, from State and local taxes; authorizing the legislative body of a local 24 

government local governing body to devote dedicate certain revenues of the local 25 
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government to the repayment of bonds for certain operations and projects of an 1 

Authority; specifying that each county or municipality that jointly establishes an 2 

Authority shall be considered an incorporating local government and file jointly 3 

certain articles of incorporation and amendment; requiring an Authority to report to 4 

its incorporating local government and certain committees of the General Assembly 5 

at certain intervals; providing for the application of this Act; defining certain terms; 6 

and generally relating to authorizing a local government to establish a Resilience 7 

Authority.  8

 WHEREAS, The impacts from climate change are happening now in communities 16 

across the State of Maryland; and 17 

 

 WHEREAS, These impacts include rising temperatures, major rain and storm 18 

events, sea level rise, and changes in precipitation patterns; and 19 

 

 WHEREAS, Those things that Maryland communities depend upon and  20 

value – natural resources and ecosystems, energy, transportation, agriculture, cultural and 21 

historic resources, human health, and economic growth – are experiencing, and will 22 

continue to experience, the effects of climate changes; and 23 

 

 WHEREAS, Communities in coastal states account for nearly half of the nation’s 24 

population and economic activity, and that cumulative damage to property in those areas 25 

could reach $3.5 trillion by 2060; and 26 

 

 WHEREAS, Local governments will bear much of the responsibility and cost 27 

required to mitigate the impacts of climate change through infrastructure investment; and 28 

 

 WHEREAS, Resilience financing authorities can work in partnership with local 29 

governments to accelerate infrastructure financing, reduce the cost of implementation, and 30 

mitigate and manage the risks of climate change; now, therefore, 31 

 

 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 32
