FOR the purpose of requiring a person to obtain a license from the Department of Natural
Resources before catching shrimp for commercial purposes; authorizing the
Department to adopt certain regulations governing any aspect of the shrimp fishery,
including regulations establishing and implementing a certain pilot program; and
generally relating to licensing and regulation of the shrimp fishery.

SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Article — Natural Resources
Subtitle 9. Lobster, SHRIMP, Terrapin, and Conch.

(A) A PERSON MAY NOT CATCH SHRIMP FOR COMMERCIAL PURPOSES
UNLESS THE PERSON FIRST OBTAINS A LICENSE FROM THE DEPARTMENT.
