 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 13 

That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 14

 (B) THERE IS A VEHICLE LITTER REPORTING PROGRAM IN THE 19

 (C) THE PURPOSE OF THE PROGRAM IS TO DETER LITTERING FROM MOTOR 21 

VEHICLES.  22 
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 (D) THE PROGRAM SHALL: 1 

 

  (1) ESTABLISH AND OPERATE A TOLL–FREE HOTLINE TO RECEIVE 2 

COMPLAINTS OF LITTERING FROM MOTOR VEHICLES; AND 3 

 

  (2) SEND A LETTER TO THE REGISTERED OWNER OF EACH MOTOR 4 

VEHICLE ABOUT WHICH A COMPLAINT OF LITTERING IS RECEIVED THROUGH THE 5 

HOTLINE THAT: 6 

 

   (I) STATES THAT AN ALLEGED ACT OF LITTERING WAS 7 

REPORTED AGAINST A DRIVER OR PASSENGER OF THE OWNER’S VEHICLE; 8 

 

   (II) DESCRIBES THE NEGATIVE EFFECTS OF LITTERING; 9 

 

   (III) INCLUDES INFORMATION ABOUT THE COSTS ASSOCIATED 10 

WITH LITTERED HIGHWAYS AND THE EFFECTS OF THOSE COSTS ON TAXPAYERS; 11 

 

   (IV) STATES THAT LITTERING IS A CRIME PUNISHABLE BY 12 

INCARCERATION, FINES, AND OTHER PENALTIES; AND 13 

 

   (V) STATES THAT THE LETTER ITSELF IS NOT A CITATION.  14 

 
 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 15 

October 1, 2021. 16
