MARYLAND INSTITUTE FOR POLICY ANALYSIS AND RESEARCH
POSITIONS — TRANSFER TO STATE PERSONNEL MANAGEMENT
SYSTEM

Requiring that, under specified circumstances, specified contractual employees
of the Maryland Institute for Policy Analysis and Research be placed in
specified positions in the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene; requiring
that the employees be placed in the State Personnel Management System
without further examination or qualification and with a specified salary level;
requiring that specified transferred employees be appointed without prior
service credit and serve a specified probationary period; etc.

ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES - ISSUANCE OF CLASS A LICENSES

Specifying that, with exceptions, not more than one alcoholic beverages license
may be issued in one jurisdiction to an individual for the use of an establishment
that derives less than 85% of revenue from the sale of alcoholic beverages;
increasing, subject to specified conditions, the number of Class A licenses that
may be issued in the State to any individual for a specified use; requiring a local
licensing board to consider specified factors before issuing a specified license;
etc.

CORPORATIONS — MARYLAND GENERAL CORPORATION LAW -
MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

Prohibiting the charter or bylaws of a corporation from imposing liability on a
specified stockholder for the attorney’s fees or expenses of the corporation or
any other party in connection with an internal corporate claim; authorizing the
charter or bylaws of a corporation, consistent with jurisdictional requirements,
to require that internal corporate claims be brought only in specified courts; etc.

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT - BRAC REVITALIZATION AND
INCENTIVE ZONES — EXTRAORDINARY DEVELOPMENT DISTRICT

Authorizing the Secretary of Commerce to designate, in a calendar year, an
additional BRAC Revitalization and Incentive Zone that includes a specified
extraordinary development district in which a federal law enforcement agency
Is located; increasing by one the number of BRAC Zones a county may receive
if the zone includes a specified development district; increasing from 10 to 20
the number of years the Secretary may designate a specified area as a BRAC
Zone if the zone includes a specified development district; etc.

CREATION OF A STATE DEBT — BALTIMORE CITY — ROBERT LONG
HOUSE

Authorizing the creation of a State Debt not to exceed $40,000, the proceeds to
be used as a grant to the Board of Directors of The Society for the Preservation
of Federal Hill and Fell’s Point, Inc. for the acquisition, planning, design,
construction, repair, renovation, reconstruction, and capital equipping of the
historic Robert Long House, located in Baltimore City; providing for
disbursement of the loan proceeds, subject to a requirement that the grantee
provide and expend a matching fund; etc.

Establishing an auxiliary wine permit; authorizing the Comptroller to issue the
permit to a Class 4 limited winery for use at a location off the licensed premises
anywhere in the State; providing that there is no limit as to the number of
permits that may be issued to a single applicant; authorizing the holder of the
permit to exercise the privileges with specified exceptions that are allowed at
the premises for which the holder’s Class 4 license is issued; providing for a
$250 annual permit fee; etc.

Requiring the Public Service Commission to provide a weekly notice of a
public hearing and an opportunity for public comment on two types of social
media and on the Commission’s Web site with a specified frequency before the
public hearing date; requiring the Commission, before a public hearing, to
coordinate with a specified governing body or municipal corporation to identify
additional options for providing, in an efficient and cost—effective manner,
notice of the public hearing to the specified residents; etc.

CONTROL COMMISSION CONTRACTS — PREFERENCES

Establishing a preference program under the State procurement law for bids or
proposals submitted by specified entities to provide goods or services to the
Maryland Gaming and Lottery Control Commission; providing for the
assignment of additional points or percentage price reductions, as specified, for
bids or proposals to the Commission by specified certified business entities;
establishing eligibility requirements; etc.

State budget, a specified defendant or party shall be represented by a specified
panel attorney.

Prohibiting the use of mechanical restraints by the Department of Juvenile
Services on a child in the Department’s custody except under specified
circumstances; prohibiting the use of physical restraint by the Department on
specified pregnant children and during labor, delivery, or postpartum recovery
except under specified circumstances; authorizing a facility superintendent or
the superintendent’s superior to allow the search of a child under specified
circumstances; etc.

VEHICLE LAWS — RIGHT-OF-WAY VIOLATIONS - DEATH OR
SERIOUS BODILY INJURY — PENALTIES

Establishing a mandatory $1,000 fine for a violation of specified right—of-way
provisions contributing to an accident that results in death or serious bodily
injury of another; authorizing the issuance of a citation by a law enforcement
officer; prohibiting the District Court from establishing a schedule for
prepayment of the fine under the Act; requiring that the citation contain
specified information; requiring the District Court to issue a summons to appear
for trial to a person charged,; etc.

MIXED-USE DEVELOPMENTS

Authorizing the Board of License Commissioners for Baltimore County to
issue not more than five Class B beer, wine, and liquor licenses that are to be
located in a single election district and used for a mixed—use development; and
providing that the Act is an exception to Rule 19 of the Rules and Regulations
of the Board.

RATIO QUOTA — CLASSES OF LICENSES

Prohibiting the Washington County Board of License Commissioners from
issuing a Class A off—sale license, a Class B on—and off—sale license, or a Class
D on- and off-sale license in an election district if the number of licenses
exceeds the population ratio quota, one license for every 3,000 residents in the
election district where the license is to be issued; authorizing the Board to issue
specified licenses in an election district if the number of licenses exceeds the
population ratio quota under specified circumstances; etc.

Specifying the filing period for a renewal of an alcoholic beverages license in
Washington County is between April 1 and June 15, inclusive; requiring a
license holder to file an application to renew an annual license and the required
documents by a specified date; altering the penalty for late filing of an
application for a license renewal; prohibiting the Washington County Board of
License Commissioners from renewing a license until the license holder pays
specified taxes and submits a specified certificate to the Board,; etc.

Requiring the secretary of each principal department to be responsible for the
supervision of units of State government within the jurisdiction of the secretary
that are composed of individuals participating in the occupation or profession
regulated by the units; requiring the secretary to adopt regulations for the
supervision of those units for specified purposes; etc.

Establishing the Task Force to Study the Capital Needs of Disadvantaged,
Minority, and Small Businesses in Maryland; providing for the composition,
chair, and staffing of the Task Force; prohibiting a member of the Task Force
from receiving compensation, but authorizing the reimbursement of specified
expenses; requiring the Task Force to review, examine, and assess issues
related to disadvantaged, minority, and small businesses, including potential
airport concessionaires, in Maryland; etc.
