TALBOT COUNTY — DEER MANAGEMENT PERMIT — FIREARMS

Authorizing an individual who holds a Deer Management Permit in Talbot
County to use a shotgun or breech loading center fired rifle, approved by the
Department of Natural Resources, to hunt deer throughout the year under
specified circumstances; and authorizing the Department to authorize an
individual to hunt deer on Sundays in Talbot County under specified
circumstances.

CONSUMER PROTECTION — SALE OF BEDDING BY MERCHANTS —
LIMITATIONS

Prohibiting a merchant from selling or offering to sell a mattress or box spring
to a consumer in the State unless a label is attached indicating whether the
bedding is “all new material” or “used bedding” or “used material”; requiring
a merchant who sells a new mattress or box spring to a consumer in the State
to indicate on the consumer’s receipt that the bedding is new; prohibiting a
merchant from selling as new a mattress or box spring unless the mattress or
box spring is made entirely from new material; etc.

RAILROAD GRADE CROSSINGS — EXEMPT HIGHWAY-RAIL GRADE
CROSSING PLAQUE

Requiring the State Highway Administration to erect an exempt highway-rail
grade crossing plaque at each railroad grade crossing in the State that is no
longer in use by a railroad; specifying the design and placement of the plaque;
and exempting specified vehicles from the requirement to stop at specified
railroad grade crossings if the railroad grade crossing has an exempt highway—
rail grade crossing plaque.
