AN ACT concerning 

 

Department of Planning – Inventory Responsibilities 

 

FOR the purpose of repealing a requirement that the Department of Planning prepare and 

periodically revise inventory lists of the natural resources of the State and certain 

public works and facilities; and generally relating to the duties of the Department of 

Planning. 

 

BY repealing 

Article – State Finance and Procurement 

Section 5–504 

Annotated Code of Maryland 

(2021 Replacement Volume and 2023 Supplement) 

 

 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 

That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 

 

Article – State Finance and Procurement 

 

[5–504. 

 

 (a) The Department shall prepare and periodically revise inventory lists of: 

 

  (1) the natural resources of the State; and 

 

  (2) major public works and private facilities that are important to the 

development of the State as a whole. 

 

 (b) A copy of the inventory list shall be provided to any State agency and the 

General Assembly upon request.] 
 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 

October 1, 2024.
