 “SECTION 5. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That the Interagency 

Commission on School Construction, on or before December 15, 2024, shall report to the 

General Assembly, in accordance with § 2-1257 of the State Government Article, on the 

eligibility for school construction funding for artificial intelligence weapon detection
