On page 7, in lines 4 and 15, in each instance, strike “VOLUNTEER” and
substitute “SCHOOL PERSONNEL”; after line 4, insert:
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“(3) PROCEDURES FOR RECOGNIZING AND ADMINISTERING A
BRONCHODILATOR BASED ON THE SEVERITY OF THE SYMPTOMS BEING
EXPERIENCED BY THE STUDENT}”;

in lines 5, 6, and 10, strike “(3)”, “(4)”, and “(5)”, respectively, and substitute “(4)”,
“(8)”, and “(6)”, respectively; in line 18, strike “ANY OTHER” and substitute
“DESIGNATED”; and 1n line 32, strike “BRONCHODILATOR” and substitute “STOCK
BRONCHODILATOR IN ACCORDANCE WITH THIS SECTION".

On page 8, in line 9, strike “BRONCHODILATOR” and substitute “STOCK
BRONCHODILATOR IN ACCORDANCE WITH THIS SECTION”; in line 30, strike
“OTHER” and substitute “DESIGNATED”; in line 33, strike “HAVE ASTHMA, IS” and
substitute “BE OR PERCEIVED TO BE”; and in the same line, strike “SYMPTOMS,” and
substitute “SYMPTOMS”.

On page 9, in line 6, after “OTHER” insert “DESIGNATED”; in line 18, strike
“VOLUNTEER” and substitute “SCHOOL PERSONNEL”; after line 18, insert:

“(3) PROCEDURES FOR RECOGNIZING AND ADMINISTERING A
BRONCHODILATOR BASED ON THE SEVERITY OF THE SYMPTOMS BEING
EXPERIENCED BY THE STUDENT}”;

and in lines 19, 20, 25, and 29, strike “(3)”, “(4)”, “(5)”, and “(6)”, respectively, and
substitute “(4)”, “(8)”, “(6)”, and “(7)”, respectively.

On page 10, in line 3, strike “ANY OTHER” and substitute “DESIGNATED”.
