(i) A deputy director who shall assume the duties and authority

of the executive director in the absence of the executive director.”;

in line 21, after “That” insert “Section 1 of”’; and in line 22, strike “2024” and substitute
“2025, the termination date of Section 2 of Chapter 222 and Section 2 of Chapter 223 of
the Acts of the General Assembly of 2023. If the termination date of Section 2 of Chapter
222 and Section 2 of Chapter 223 is amended, Section 1 of this Act shall take effect on
the termination of Section 2 of Chapter 222 and Section 2 of Chapter 223.

SECTION 3. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That, subject to the provisions
of Section 2 of this Act, this Act shall take effect October 1, 2024”.
