 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 13

AT THE COX CREEK DREDGED MATERIAL CONTAINMENT FACILITY; 27 
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  (2) (I) Hear and dispose ADVISE THE MARYLAND PORT 1 

ADMINISTRATION of complaints lodged by individuals affected by the redeposit of Anne 2 

Arundel County dredged material and other dredged material in the Cox Creek area; and 3 

 

   (II) PROVIDE INPUT AND FEEDBACK TO THE MARYLAND PORT 4 

ADMINISTRATION REGARDING THE MANAGEMENT OF DREDGED MATERIAL AT THE 5 

COX CREEK DREDGED MATERIAL CONTAINMENT FACILITY; AND 6 

 

   (III) MAKE RECOMMENDATIONS TO THE MARYLAND PORT 7 

ADMINISTRATION ON THE POTENTIAL IMPACT THAT ACTIVITIES AT THE 8 

CONTAINMENT FACILITY MAY HAVE ON NEARBY COMMUNITIES AND NATURAL 9 

RESOURCES; AND  10 

 

  (3) Appoint a member from the Committee to serve as a liaison to the 11 

Innovative [Use Advisory Council] REUSE COMMITTEE. 12 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 13
