certain civil penalty under certain circumstances; establishing certain defenses to a 9 

charge of an alleged violation recorded by a traffic control device stop sign monitoring 10 

system; prohibiting a contractor administering a traffic control device stop sign 11 

monitoring system from being compensated in a certain manner; and generally 12 

relating to the use of traffic control device stop sign monitoring systems in Prince 13

to the District Court having venue a copy of the citation and a copy of the notice from the 32 

person who received the citation indicating the person’s intention to stand trial. 33

trial and notify the defendant of the trial date under procedures adopted by the Chief Judge 2 

of the District Court.

camera, or a bus lane monitoring system shall provide that, in an uncontested case, the 8 

penalty shall be paid directly to that political subdivision. 9 

 

   (ii) A citation issued as the result of a traffic control signal 10 

monitoring system or a work zone speed control system controlled by a State agency, or as 11 

a result of a vehicle height monitoring system, a traffic control signal monitoring system, a 12 

speed monitoring system, A TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICE STOP SIGN MONITORING 13 

SYSTEM, a school bus monitoring camera, or a bus lane monitoring system in a case 14 

contested in District Court, shall provide that the penalty shall be paid directly to the 15 

District Court. 16 

 

  (3) Civil penalties resulting from citations issued using a vehicle height 17 

monitoring system, traffic control signal monitoring system, speed monitoring system, 18 

work zone speed control system, TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICE STOP SIGN MONITORING 19 

SYSTEM, school bus monitoring camera, or bus lane monitoring system that are collected 20 

by the District Court shall be collected in accordance with subsection (a) of this section and 21 

distributed in accordance with § 12–118 of the Transportation Article. 22

fines collected by a political subdivision as a result of violations enforced by speed 24

local law restricting the presence of certain vehicles during certain times without 12 

authentication.

concerning a civil citation issued under that section for a violation of § 21–1133 of the 16

 (f) A RECORDED IMAGE OF A MOTOR VEHICLE PRODUCED BY A TRAFFIC 18 

CONTROL DEVICE STOP SIGN MONITORING SYSTEM IN ACCORDANCE WITH §  19

LICENSE IDENTIFICATION NUMBER OF THE PERSON WHO WAS OPERATING THE 4

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That, on or before December 1, 10 

2025, the Prince George’s County Department of Public Works and Transportation shall 11 

report to the Governor and, in accordance with § 2–1257 of the State Government Article, 12 

the General Assembly on: 13 

 

  (1) through October 1, 2025: 14 

 

   (i) the time period during which stop sign monitoring systems were 15 

in use in the county; and 16 

 

   (ii) the number of warnings and citations issued as a result of 17 

violations recorded by a stop sign monitoring system in the county over the reported time 18 

period, by location and date; 19 

 

  (2) (i) the costs associated with implementing and operating stop sign 20 

monitoring systems; and 21 

 

   (ii) the revenue collected on a monthly basis as a result of violations 22 

recorded by stop sign monitoring systems; 23 

 

  (3) appropriate locations for the deployment of stop sign monitoring 24 

systems; 25 

 

  (4) the performance and reliability of stop sign monitoring systems used by 26 

the county; and 27 

 

  (5) the effectiveness of stop sign monitoring systems in reducing violations, 28 

crashes, and pedestrian injuries in the county and in areas where the stop sign monitoring 29 

systems were implemented and used. 30 

 

 SECTION 3. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 31 

October July 1, 2024. It shall remain effective for a period of 2 5 years and, at the end of 32 

June 30, 2026 2029, this Act, with no further action required by the General Assembly, 33 

shall be abrogated and of no further force and effect. 34
