  (6) “THREAT” INCLUDES: 21 

 

   (I) AN ORAL THREAT;  22 

 

   (II) A THREAT MADE BY ELECTRONIC COMMUNICATION; AND 23 
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   (III) A THREAT IN ANY WRITTEN FORM, WHETHER OR NOT THE 1 

WRITING IS SIGNED, OR IF THE WRITING IS SIGNED, WHETHER OR NOT IT IS SIGNED 2 

WITH A FICTITIOUS NAME OR ANY OTHER MARK. 3 

 

 (B) A PERSON MAY NOT KNOWINGLY AND WILLFULLY MAKE A THREAT TO 4 

HARM AN ELECTION OFFICIAL OR AN IMMEDIATE FAMILY MEMBER OF AN ELECTION 5 

OFFICIAL BECAUSE OF THE ELECTION OFFICIAL’S ROLE IN ADMINISTERING THE 6 

ELECTION PROCESS.  7 

 

 (C) A PERSON MAY NOT KNOWINGLY SEND, DELIVER, PART WITH, OR MAKE 8 

FOR THE PURPOSE OF SENDING OR DELIVERING A THREAT PROHIBITED UNDER 9 

SUBSECTION (B) OF THIS SECTION.  10 

 

 (D) A PERSON WHO VIOLATES THIS SECTION IS GUILTY OF A MISDEMEANOR 11 

AND ON CONVICTION IS SUBJECT TO IMPRISONMENT NOT EXCEEDING 3 YEARS OR A 12 

FINE NOT EXCEEDING $2,500 OR BOTH. 13 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect June 14 

1, 2024. 15
