 (G) (1) BEFORE IMPLEMENTING A PLAN IN ACCORDANCE WITH 24 

SUBSECTION (F) OF THIS SECTION, EACH NETWORK SHALL SUBMIT THE PLAN TO 25 

THE COUNTY BOARD FOR APPROVAL.  26 

 

  (2) THE DEADLINE FOR SUBMISSION SHALL BE DETERMINED BY THE 27 

COUNTY BOARD.  28 
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 (H) ON OR BEFORE JULY 1, 2025, AND ON OR BEFORE EACH JULY 1 1 

THEREAFTER, EACH NETWORK SHALL REPORT THE RESULTS OF THE 2 

IMPLEMENTATION OF THE NETWORK’S PLAN TO THE COUNTY BOARD. 3 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect July 4
